8-12 A4 pages. Each submission is subject 
to a blind review and all manuscripts will 
be rated according to quality. Authors of all 
accepted papers will be invited to make 
presentations at the Conference. �e 
author or at least one co-author, if 
applicable, of each accepted paper is 
requested to make registration for the 
Conference. Selected outstanding papers 
will be published in a new volume of 
Springer book.

An abstract of about 500 words should be 
included in each presentation, 
demonstration, or workshop proposal.
